SOME TONES WE MISS
By Thomas J. Armstrong .

RE we getting all the various tints and colors
the modern plectral orchestra? No,
4 indeed, we are not. Many attractive and
essential hues are lost in the mad desire to
keep each and every instrument on the run, never

pausing for a moment, and never permitting the
indiyidual tinge to rise above the collec ound.
We have apparently forgotten that eac ction in
the plectral orchestra occupies a definite e in the

realm of sound. The mandolin division, including
the mandola and mandocello, stands in a field by
itself because the tones produced are specific and
personal; the guitars have their own soft voices to

“1dentify their rightful‘flace, while the banjo section
1

emits tones altogether different from the other groups.

If anyone doubts that there is a tonal differences
between these groups, let him enter a dark room
and have somebody play each instrument. Without
seeing the performer or instrument he will know
immediately whether it is a banjo, a mandolin or a
guitar, because the tones Speak for themselves.

It is this subtle power locked up in the various
sections which we are not utilizing in the plectral
band; a wonderfdl agency going to waste even though
it is close at hand and always available“for gaining
the necessary variations. We certainly have enough
tones to select from, as will be seen by a glance at

the chart given below. This chart, with all the
chromatic intervals, shows we have more variety in
the middle register than any other, and it is just in
this middle ground that we need variations.

How to obtain these tonal chanfes depends on the
taste and good judgment of the leader. - They can
be secured without altering the published arrange-
ments, and without introducing freak tones or
addmg anything not designated on the chart.

An ordinary march, for example, where the
mandola has a counter melmv running through a
certain strain, can be madeldoubly effective by
letting the mandola take the part the first time, and
substituting the tenor banja on the repeat. This
change offers no difficulty because the mandola and
tenor banjo are practically the same thing, only
different in shape and different in tone.

Another method omits the guitars every four
measures, and lets the harp take the accompaniment.
This change from harp to guitars and back again
gives character and beauty to the harmonies.

When the mandola has an especially good theme
the mandolins may even be dispensed with the first
time, and enter the strain when repeated
