y HE BANJO IN ACCOMPANYING . ' . 

11

UDGINGlfrom the pupils are booking 
lime for lessons it looks hke another hig season 
already. 

I note \Vitil pleasure the fact that there 
seems Lo be a lenning toward lhe standard banjo; 
that is, the five-string instrument. Last season a 
greal many pupils sludied accompanying. We all 
know that origmally the banjo ·was used lp nccom­

. pany lhe voice, more than as a solo 
eviden tly those who have banjos have abse d the 
coming of the ukulele, which is used m' y for 
accompaniments, and realizing the superiority of 
the banjo in' this respect, have decided to utilize it 
in this manner, 

I have always aijvocated the banjo as an accom­
Pt!"ying instrument. Many of my pupils have 
stOOied accompanying along with their solo work to 
Lhe greal pleasure of their friends and themselves. 

Almost, everyone , nowadays sings the popular 
songs more or less. and when learning an i,nstrument 
that lends itsclf so admirably to accompanying, ,it 

point playing by ear is not tO 'be considered. \Vhere 

should be written fbr'"' banjo the same as they are for 
piano. 0:-

Y cars ago when Lhree or four chords were con­
sidered , sufficient for the average song, it was not 
difficult to learn to accompany them, but nowa­
days' the simplest songs are fully harmonized. In 
England many more songs are issued with banjo 

ompaniment than' in this country. They are to 
be found cataloged in lhc B. M. & G. magazine 
published in London. If the influence of the Ameri­
can Guild is strong enough. it would seem as though 
the subject of issuing songs with banjo accompani­
ments would be imporlanl enough lo be broughl lo 
the nOlice of pubhshcrs by the Guild. There arc 
few songs put oul in lhis way, but if players de­
manded lhem probably the publishers would be 
glad lo issue lhem. 

The colleclion of "Songs for the Banjo," pub­
lished byWm. J. Smilh York, 
is worLhy of a place in every bdnJoist s folio. They 
arc well arranged and pitched in singing keys. They 
arc also standard songs which do not die out in a 
short Lime, as most of tbe songs do. 

"THE CORRECT METHOD FOR STROKING 
. IN PLECTRUM PLAYING 

• Long before we knew anylhing about mandolin 
playing_in this counlry the banjo was played with a 

lhimble in stroke slyle. The lhimble was made of 
German silver. and covered the nail of ,the first 
linser on the right hand. The one essenLIal pOlnl 
of Importance was to develop a flexible wrist move· 
ment. 

only thing many players think of is vol':1me.of 
but if one wishes to put any ,expression Into h!s 
music it will be found necessary to develop flexl­
bilily of the wrist. 

H is not wise to use too large a pick, nor onc thal 
is thick. A plectrum made I 

position will give n beLler tone th n a sheH pick. It 
should nol be flexible, bUl slilTer l an lhose used on 
a mandolin. A plectrum is one lhat 
measures one and a half inches in length by three­
fourths of an inch broad. 

At the starl it is much' bellcr lo play soflly, ·wilh 
the idea of producing perfectly even slrokes, and 
developing speed gradually.
