mandolin-banjo or tenor banjo in a mandolin
orchestra, and the regular tone, as used for dance
work, is too strong. Asa resull of the demand, Mr.
Grover has invented the “Multi-Tone Mute.”
With the aid of this mute, which can be snapped on
any banjo instrument instantly, the tone may be
graduated from the loudest to t! ¢ softest. It makes
a mandolin-banjo sound like a mandolin or a tenor
banjo sound like a mandola. When placed directly
under the bridge,; the mute makes a banjo so soft it
cannot be heard outside of the room in which it is
being played, thus making it ideal for practicing
purposes.

The mute is now on the market and will un-
doubtedly_prove very popular with players of the
banjo family of instruments, not only as a mute, but
on account of the variety of tones which may be
obtained by placing it in various positions.

This is the tenth invention that Mr. Grover has
patented, the others being the Nontip Bridge, the
Adjustable Bridge, the Standard Bridge, Tone Ring,
Vibrator, Banjo Wrench, Clothes Guard, Banjo Peg,
Violin Peg and now the Multi-Tone Mute.

Associated with Mr. Grover is his son Walter
Grover, who served during the war in the Army
Aviation Corps. After being connected for several
months with Chas. H. Ditson & Co. of New York, he
became associated with his father and has served as
secretary for the past two years.

There are several more Gro\'?‘ inventions on the
way.
