“Lucia.”

Programs of our modern players, as frequently
printed in this magazine, show that banjo artists
prefer melodious themes, although forced to sub-
stitute popular tunes occasionally. Since the world
war it seems we have begun to realize what we lost
with the f}ms‘ssiug of the well-proportioned solo, with
its dignified melody, its simple harmony and its
characteristic aspect. It seems to be abandoned and
almost forgotten in the wild passion for jazz tunes,
flimsy construction, wretched melodies and ridiculous
harmony. A return to some of the above favorites
would be a welcome change.

Now let the player draw his instrument a little
above this pitch, and a very slight raise in pitch will
cause a great additional tension at the bridge, which
ties up the vibration of the soundboard and prevents
the proper amount of displacement in the vibratin,
string, to say nothing of sore fingers from a har
action. The result of this putting the string tension
out of balance is a nasal, thin, mclalhc scream which
puts the music at once in the “tinned” class. If
the pitch is too low (this rarely happens), the result
is a flabby, indistinct and dull quality. So let it
be impressed upon the mind of the reader that correct
pitch is one of the most important of all factors in
giving a successful performance,

But to leave the subject of tuning up, there is
another thing I would like to drive home sforza to
the mind of the reader. Change your strings once in
a while. A complete change of all strings on a man-
dolin once a month is a very good custom, and one
I insist upon in my club work. Guitar strings will
wear much longer.

In the light of that statement what do you think
of this? A boy to whom I sold a mandolin came
back and complained after taking lessons on it for
a year that one of the E strings had broken and
asked me if the company would replace the defective
string if written to about it. ow swearing isn’t
nice, but I said some things I wouldn’t want the
young lad{ before mentioned to hear. I had just
finished a breakfast of my own cooking, as the hash
