The convention is only three or four days long and
attendance records ofd)edn ago show that players
and teachers can, and will, attend then fully as
much as they do now.

Here’s the suggestion in a nutshell: cut out classes
of membership, put the dues for everybody at $1.00
or $2.00 a head. Have the next convention in New
York City and round up the biggest gathering of
Elayers of fretted instruments ever known. . It can
be done. Will it be done?
