In response to the enthusiastic applause he gave as
encore a number from his own pen.

Miss Viola Waterhouse Bates appeared in the next
number on the program, and she was heard in songs
by Lang, Powell and Spross, rendered to the accom-
paniment of the Duo-Art piano. The audience
greeted her with appreciative applause.

Harpists should consider the Duo-Art piano_an
instrument of prime importance capable of provine-
ing music of the widest range of expression. lts
really artistic effects seem incredible.

‘The progressive harp soloists of the future \\'iII
find it will be worth while to feature the Duo-Art at
their recitals and concerts in ensemble numbers with
solo voice or together with string instrument If
the Duo-Art is judiciously used with harp voice and
obbligato instruments it cannot fail to produce
aesthetic effects and innovation in giving variely lo
harp recital programs.
