distinguished artists.

At the last board of directors’ meeting of the
National Association of Harpists, the Canadian
harpist, Gus Valentine, was elected to the office
of assnstanl secretary of the association.

Saschn Frieberg, the distinguished young Rus-
sian harpist and composer, has arrived in New
York. Mr. Frieberg, at the age of six, showed
exceptional musical talent at the harp and piano.
At the age of eleven he entered the Imperial Academy
in Odessa, studying harp and violin, and graduating
with honors. He continued his musical studies at
the Petrograd Conservatory, studying composition
with Rimsky-Korsakoff. Mr. Frieberg was en-
&aged as the harpist of the Moskov Kussevitsky
Symphony Orchestra, the Warschal Philharmonic
; and the Slovenick.. The Russian revolutionin 1905
caused the conservatory to close its doors, and Mr.
Frieberg, after many hardships, reached Vienna,

where he was cordially received by Alfred Zamara,
professor at the Vienna Academy of Music. Mr.
