Method of Oberthur. Rest harp on right shoul-
der and right knee, thumbs up, fingers down. Prac-
tise slowly. Practise Dizi’s studies. Bochsa’s
“New Effects” merely worthless artifices.

Method of Mme. Achard (pupil of Hasselmans)
(Primier Prix). Recommends wrist and forearm of
right hand to be raised to a horizontal position.

Method of Martenot. Dedicated to his teacher
Hasselmans. Keep harp balanced bg knee and
shoulder, right wrist resting on soundboard, elbow
high and horizontal, second, third and fourth fingers
low, thumb high as possible.

Boosling is done right along
by individual players and teachers in their respective
localities, bul| the combined efforts of all of us, in a
national org.,.ui ition like the Guild, can accomplish
much more. The. Guild has made some mistakes,
as we all know, but it has done a lot of good, and it is
going to do still more good if we all back it up by
attending the (omenhon .uul helping the organiza-
tion in the right direction.—

Many former members of the Guild have stated
they are inlending to rejoin and attend the conven-
tion. We believe these members should be rein-
stated without payment of initiation fee, and we have
suggested this to the officers. If they are reinstated
this way, we believe a large number will rejoin.
This convention should be the largest round-up of
old-timers and new-timers. we have ever known.
It will be very enjoyable, especially for those in the
East and Middle West, to again get together and
talk shop, talk fretted instruments, hear the concert
and see the exhibils.
