of at least a fair measure of the music satisfaction
which he seeks and deserves.

S‘Hasn‘t this always been the privilege of all music
students?” I hear someone ask. Perhaps, but if so
why do statistics tell us that eight or nine out of
ten violin pupils drop their studies after one or two
years; that the majority of young people who take up
wind instruments and piano never learn to quy‘?
Why are there hundreds and thousands of old
mandolins and guitars in attics and closets, hung
there by people who never learned to use them?

Simply because, until recent years, there was little
real music service available to the average person
with average musical talent and inclination. There
was the old-school teacher, who taught with a fine
vision of his pupil as a finished ‘artist,— a Paderewski,
Spaulding, Clark or Abt. In this rarified music
atmosphere the aspiration of the average boy or

irl or man or woman was stifled and snuffed out.

r worse, there was the fake teacher whose motto
was the easy dollar, and whose success was deter-
mined by the music wrecks he left in his wake.

And, sad to say, there was the misguided teacher;
not overburdened with talent or training, who spoiled
his only chances for real service by attempting to ape
the artist,— seeking to increase his stature by wear-
ing the ill-fitting classic cloak,— hampering his only
opportunities for growth in the only field available
to him by foolish faith that these things and his
blind following of precedent and ‘“‘ethics” made
him other than the ordinary music journeyman he
was. \

Today the new profession, the “fretted instrument
specialists,” if you will, provide the intermediate
music service that was lacking to thousands who
once altempled, and failed, to secure the intimate
association with music they craved. Today thou-
sands are making music part of their dai?\' lives
through the plectral instruments, thanks to the men
and women,of this new profession, many of them un-
known to fame, ordinary honest folks \\310 may make
no claim to artistry, yet who possess the greatest of
arts, the-ability to secure and hold the confidence of
the People they serve.

We need many mere such persons for this new
profession. Although many high-minded, well-edu-
cated young men and women the country over are
entering the work, there is still unlimited opportunity
and, praise be, the opportunity is not without its
promise of reward worthy of the service and the
calibre of those who undertake it.
