PLAYING MUSIC AT SIGHT
By Thomas J. Armstrong

IMATEUR banjoists are seldom good readers
A M of music. Expert playing and rapid reading
‘: L makes an ideal combination, but how rare}y
do ye findthem united in one performer; a
although the general belief prevails that a clever
banjoist must be a wonderful reader, such is not the
case at all. The peculiar tuning is often given as
an excuse for slow reading, a rather lame defence, to
be sure, for the regular banjo tuning in thirds ought
to assist the reader. Another cause for tardiness, is
laid on the extremely long fingerboard, a charge
that falls down when we compare the banjo finger-
board with that of the cello.

The true explanation of this defect can be traced to

player who watches his banjo. He may be a
fairly good music reader, but constant turning of
his\eyes toward the instrument causes him to lose his

lace in the music. James P. Downs, in “How to

ead at Sight,” said: “Keep your eyes glued to the
music page and not on the banjo.” No performer
can render a new selection with accuracy when he
attempts the double feat of reading a music page and
‘looking at his banjo at the same time. Fortunately,
the drawback is only a banjo habit whic! be
overcome if the player wishes to become a(capable
music reader.

A very efféctive remedy is to take a familiar piece
and play it through, without once looking at the
instrument, keeping on playing regardless of mis-
takes, and not stopping to correct them. After that
repeat the number, and you will be delighted at the
improvement. Now give it a third trial with the
music before you, reading and executing at the same
speed, and you will be surprised how easy the whole
tﬁing seems. The relative distance between the
frets becomes strongly fixed, and the joy of playing
at sight is yours, a sensation jwhich the tardy reader
knows nothing about. ¢

Another advant:gg ossessed by the quick reader

is that his repertoife becomes enlarged; in fact, so
far as banjo music fs concerned, it is unlimited. The
repertoire of a slow reader is generally a_very slim

him. Why has he reached that deplorable condition?
Because he cannot read fast enough to make the
first renditions of a selection intelligible. All the
En_‘and and noble insFirations in music do belong to

im; they are his if he cultivates the simple art of
reading the notes and keeping the rhythm intact.

. Melodies represent human thoughts and eoncep-
tions; they are the universal language understood by
every creed and every tongue; and each song or tune,
no matter how simple, discloses the composer’s
journey in some new path. The pleasure of following
him is for those who can reproduce his written
thoughts and act as a pilot for others who are
listeners.

Learn to read quickly, and see yourself grow. We
repeat here what was said in these columns a few
years ago:

“If the amateur musician wants to see himself
grow let him resolve to add two compositions to his
repertoire each week. It will not be long before the
endless and enchanting beauty of music will begin
to reflect itself in his playing and in his love for the
art as well. Each new addition will unfold some
fresh coloring to his view and thus inspire his
thoughts and loosen up his fingers.”
