THE STANDARD BANJO IS NOT DEAD YET
By George L. Lansing
[ZER]ECENTLY, in conversation with Mr. D. L.
Day of the Vega Company, he remarked that
orders for the standard banjo were continually
growing, giving as a reason for this the fact
that orchestra leaders are demanding chord work
rather than melody from banjoists. Further eyi-

dence of this statement is shown when we consi

the orchestra parts for the banjo that have been
published by several New York publishers, all of
which are accompaniment parts without melody.

Every well-posted banjoist knows that in this
capacily the standard banjo is far superior to the
tenor, which was adopted solely because it-—was
easier to finger while playing melody parts. Chord
Playin on the tenor is awkward, and far more
imited than on the standard instrument, and the

ctionl is much harder. If the players, teachers and
/:dmirers of the regular instrument remain optimistic,

e may soon see the instrument again on top.

The writer recently saw a copy of a letter from the
manager of one of the largest popular music houses,
in"which he gave as a reason for issuing tenor-banjo
orchestra parts in the low reading, the fact that it was

Answer. Having specialized on this form of

playing, the writer desires to reply to the above

uestions in detail. I lay the third finger firmly on
the head three inches in P,ronl of the bridge, the first
finger pointing toward the bridge. I curve the first
finger, tipping the hand forward so that the side of
the finger-tip strikes the strings back and forth. I
never let the nail touch the strings except when
tremoloing on- the second, third or fourth strings,
when the nail goes against the upper string in its
motion, but makes no sound. I allow my second
finger to move freely back and forth with the first
finger, obtaining more freedom by so doing. The
first finger only touches the strings.
