A CHAT WITH CORRESPONDENTS
By Thomas J. Armstrong

FANY letters from readers have been received,
asking questions about the study of har-
mony, and the best and quickest plan to

4 master it. Some ask if they can obtain back

numbers of I. H. Odell’s “Primary Harmony,”
which appeared in this magazine several years ago;

ing that serial are out of ,print. Unusual interest
in harmony has develoged among our youthful
readers; ‘a very commendable desire which augurs
good for the fretted instruments.

Harmony is not at all difficult to understand if
you start right. It may be classed as one grand
subject divided into several parts and, incidentally,
we will remark, each part can be mastered by long-
distance teaching or through the mail. In some
instances its study along that line gives better results
than personal instructions, because the student must
concentrate his mind on the work. .

At the very beginning a knowledge of intervals
must be acquired. ~ No grosress can be made unless

e student recognizes the difference between major
and minor intervals, together with those which are

iminished or augmented. Herein lies the cause of

s0 many failures among harmony students: they are
too confident in their ability to distinguish the
various intervals, depending on the ear for correcting

. mistakes of the eye. Intervals, triads and thorough
bass should be studied without the aid ofa'%fwsical

instrument. A good textbook on these subjects is
the Carl Stein edition of Logier’s Harmoty, pub-
lished by Carl Fischer. These subjects, along with
inversions, constitute what is called “consonant
harmony,” and should be mastered before taking up
dissonances. A vast amount of beautiful work can
be done with consonant harmony; melodies can be
harmonized in a variety of forms, thus enabling the
student to display his individuality without even
thinking of that overworked chord, the dominant

correct fret position for certain keys to be fingered
like the key of C. It would be far better if he fin-
gered the various keys in their original form without
depending on the capo, but we give the rule, two of
them, in fact, in oré)er to show what an accommo-
dating fingerboard the banjo has.

Rule to Finger All Keys Like C

Place the capo so that the key wanted comes on
the bass string. For example, if you wish to play
in E-flat, place the capo at the third fret, because
that fret on the bass strings sounds E-flat. If you
wish to play in F, place the capo at the fifth fret,
because that fret on the bass string sounds F.

Rule to Finger all Keys Like G

Place the capo so the key wanted comes on the
third string. For example, if you wish to play in
A-flat, place the capo at the first fret, because that
fret on the third string sounds A-flat. If you wish
to play in B-flat, place the capo at the third fret,
because that fret on the third string sounds B-flat.

Both rules run true along the entire fingerboard,
and are applicable to the regular banjo or tenor
banjo. For those players who do not possess a
capo, the same results may be secured by the barre,
i. e., placing the first finger of left hand across the
fingerboard at the desired fret, and using the other
fingers for completing the chords.
