THE VERSATILE BANJO
By George L. Lansing

F-.' HE demand for the standard long-neck banjo

. is increasing. In dance orchestra they are

. o }Jlaymg less melody and more chord work.

chord playing the standard instrument is

found not only much easier to manipulate, but the
tone quality is better.

Several firms are turning out long-neck banjos
with four strings, leaving off, the short or fifth string.
This seems unnecessary, as the fifth string can‘be
left off if' a player so desires, or if one plays both
ways the short string can be lifted out of the slot

allowed to rest on the outer edge of the bridge
when using the plectrum.

Considering the various effects that are possible,
why limit the instrument to one style of playing?
The writer has been a player and teacher E)r more
than a third of a century, and has often found.use
for both styles of playing.

To those who play solely for commercial reasons,
the plectrum is, doubtless, all they care to con-
ider, We assume, however, that the majority of
our readers are those who play for the love of the
instrument. The best music that has been pub-
lished so far is that arranged for finger playing.
Very little has appeared arranged for the plectrum
style. If it is to be used, more music for that
method of playing is necessary.

Considering this to be so to a certain extem, how

much better. it would be to have special music for
the plectrum style. No one is expected to play a

siders the possibilities of the banjo in its varied
methods of playing, and the pleasure derived from
the accomplishment, it certainly fills-a place among
musical instruments distinctly characteristic.

Charles E. Pomert‘?jr, well known for his compositions for the
fretted instruments, died of penumonia in March at his home in
Utah. He was seventy-nine years of age, and retired from active
business twenty-five years prior to his death. His compositions
were well known to many of the teachers and players of the fra-
ternity, some of them attaining considerable success. He is
survived by three daughters and two sons.

. Frank Eckland, one of the old-time banjoists, died in Boston
in February of hardening of the arteries. He was about seventy-
five years old. For many years he had played about in various
cafes and restaurants, and was well known to the older members
of the fraternity.
