show tha t there is a gradua l, but s teady 
. movement on fool toward the return of that 

once popula r idol, Ute banjcaurinc. During 
lhe past year it must have been noticed by lhe fra t­
ernity tha l concert have been fea turing 
clubs made up wilh >::mJc3urincs playing lead. and 
using musical sclccLions thut were in vogue 1 Y 
years ago. .. . . 

Banjo manufacturers are also gelling mqll1 es 
about the*inslrument , and dealers are awnkenlllg 0 
the facl lha l the lillie banjeaurine has faced aboul 
and is coming back. Many publishers of banjo 
music declare lhey nrc selling old selec tions which 
have reposed on their shelves for years, collecting 
nothing but dust. , , 

If we arc in for n banjeaurine revival , the pu re, 
unalloyed banjo orchcslra will once more be in cvi­
dence. y nd a reJ)elilion of tha t enthusias tic pel:iod

cumng in 1890 may be looked for. A change from 

the present ramblinG syslem would cer tainly add 
tability to the orgaDlza tion. 

Looking a t the subject from a position unafTec ted 
b pecuniary reasons, a change cn n be welcomed wi th 
co placency, mixed with grim sa tisfact ion tha l S. S. 
Stewart's theories ore aboul to be vindicated. 

The present form of writing banjo club parts for the 
standard banjo is like the crude efTort s of pioneers 

. during the days of Phil Rice and J oe Sweeny. The 
solo is rendered on one banj o, and the aCCO D-llm' nintcnt 

practically in the same register, and interfere w th one 
another. 

It was to overcome th is,defecttha t Slewa rt, in 1885, 
brought oUl his banjeaurine. This inst rument is a 
small banjo wilh a len inch neck and eleven or lwelve 
inch head. the strings being tuned similar to a regulnr 
banjo, but a fourth higher, thus causing the open 
SlrinfS on a benjeaurine to sound the same as the

melody and harmony. With a banjeaurine playing 
solo parts, and an m inary banjo supplying lhe 113r­
momes, an ideal efT ct is the accom­
paniment is then 10 er, by nea rly an octnvcy': than the 
melody. Obbligato parts are also placed";" a regis ter 
which befits them many times better tllU n if they 
were in the same octave as the solo, and all lhis 15 
gained without compelling the banjeaurine player 
to a new scale.

If the banjo plays in C, the banjeaurine l akes G. If 
the banjo IS in F, the banjeaurine plays in C. Modern 
nOla tion fo r banjo has made this much clearer than 
the old no ta lion, which trea ted both instruments as 
if they were in the transposing class.

Her playing was ver -i tcresting, 
musicianly and artistic. 

Samuel Siegel played several mandolin solos, inter­
spersed with humorous remarks, which kept the 

\ !udience convulsed with laughter. He is not only a 
~onderfuJ player, but an extremely versatile enter-

tainer. His program number was his own "Concert 
Waltz," but before those present would let him go, he 
played a number of his own compositions. There is 
no one like Siegcl,- his command of execution on the 
mandolin fingerboard is almost beyond description, 
and although we have heard Mr. Siegel many times, 
we do not think he ever appeared to better advantage 
than at this affair. 

Miss Shirle)' S~aulding played two banjo solos 
excellently. She IS a clev~r exponent of lhe five­
string banjo, and it was most interesting to hear her 
play again. 

A quartet, composed of William Edward Foster,

played "MenueU" (Boccherini ) and "Three Dances 
from Henry VII I" (German). The quarte\ played 
with excellent style and vi~or. and did especially well 
in lhe th ird dance, which IS quite difficull. It was a 
fine performance. 

Then came the genial H. L. Hunl, who rendered a 
group of three songs. H e is a fine tenor singer, and 
sings not only wi th musical feeling and style, but 
his enunciation is splendid, and his commanding stage 
presence is always noticeable. He was en thusiasti· 
cally recalled. 

\Villiam Ed\"ard Fosler played two mandocello 
solos. \Ve have always enjoyed Mr. Fosll' r's play­
ing. He plays as if he loved it, and he is bubbling 
over with pep and. enthusiasm. One of 'his numbers 
required a very considerable amount of clever execu­
tion, which Mr. Fosler did splendidly. He is cer· 
ta inly an accomplished player. 

M ISS Anna \Velcll played a group of three harp 
solos. Miss \Velell is a very remarkable player, a 
bri ll ian t performer, and her playing on this occasion 
was especially interes ting. She is undoubtedly an 
artist. 

The utmost enthusiasm prevailed throu~hout the 
serenade, and it was one of lhe most interestmg of the 
many musical events a'rranged at the time of lhe con­
vention. \Ve congratulate and thank the Serenaders 
for a very -pleasant evening.
