'IJNE redeeming featu re of jazz is that it makes 

Dod music appear belter by contrast; the 
fickleness of onc emphasizing lhe steadiness 
of the olher. Variety in music:; is essential 

for full enjoyment, just as va'riaUoDs arc necessary 
among lke instruments lhat produce lhe music. 
Tones must change, and themes must contrast, if 
our cars arc to be satisfied, and such thingS arc in 
,addition to the changes which occur in the harmonies. 

Between jazz and reputable music runs a wide 
gulf of shifting rhythm, ever separating the two, 

a~~:~ea~h~ffe~tr~hj~he i~o !~~ o:et:c~io~:til~es f:~~ 
caillive and grow without melody because it depends 
entirely on the irregular and fluctuating impulses 
deliberately introduced into the metre, regardless of 
all melodic forms.

J azz alone' l 
in its present- raw state, can never do that, but who
