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‘AN ECHO FROM BLUE CANYON
By Elmer K. Hood

AVE just read what you had to say in July

CRESCENDO, and I could not resist a
comment on your article. You admonish
the correspondent to be calm, but I am afraid
that ‘before you get through with your answer, you
fail to také your own advice. [True enough; we
-blame that on the hot gveab ther.]

Now, Mr. Armstrong, be calm, for they know not
what they do. Your little essay did me much good,
however, as one gets tired of the ‘“take it” and
palaver of most music journals for fear of losing a
correspondent’s subscription.

If those .who care enough about the banjo to

* develop its playing into an art are afraid to stand

up for it, then there surely can be very little inspira-
tion or desire for the student to sludK the instrument.

Ovey two years ago I began the study of the
standard banjo, finger style, C notation. I spent,
two months memorizing the strings, up to the
twelfth fret, before attempting to play at all.” I
studied them until I could name all the notes, up
and down and across, as fast as I could move my
fingers. Then I got busy and went through two
methods, and today I can play average solos at sight,
or with very little practice, and have arranged about
fifty pieces from A into C, and have about one
hundred and fifty solos for the banjo, most of which
1 play fairly well.

I surely studied hard in the past two years and a
half, every day putting in from two to five hours’ hard
practice. A banjo, to be played well, must be lalg;n
seriously, and this can’t be done if the player divi
his time among all the freak instruments on the
market. A

Omitting the thumb string is all right for plectrum
playing, but a banjo played that way is of very little
value as a solo instrument. [We think .plectrum
work, on the banjo, is very effective.] It merely
gives the effect of a mandocello, and the mando-
cello is a better instrument in its own field of action,
as the double strings produce a smoother tremolo

an single strings. The reason being, as Mr. Place

ays, that the up stroke on the single string reinforces
ie down stroke on the double strings. If ‘there is
only one string the tone is entirely stopped and

marvelled at; one is how the inventor hit upon such
a“wonderfully clever tuning, and the other is how a
man of his inventive genius ever conceived of tunin
the instrument a minor third above where to rea
the notes, as in the case of the A notation. If
tuning the instrument to A, on the bass string, made
it teo flabby, why did he tune it up and then continue
to read it as A?

Without the thumb string the banjo would be an
awkward affair. In shifting to the higher positions
its utility is apparent, for by looking a little ahead,
the player can always resort to this string, in gaining
an easy shift from a low to a high position. Then,
again, it may be played open while the other four
strings are engaged in chord formations. Omitting
the thumb string is like taking a short cut over a
mountain trail, only to find a bridge out, and a
{Iawning chasm facing you almost at your destination.

instrument into a corner.

In the July issue of the CRESCENDO you
accused me- of ridiculing,. slurring and trﬁing to re-
form players who are making good with ordinary
banjos., I would have given you credit for using far
better judgment in this matter than what you have
used. The stuff that you have written in reply to
my letter is nothing but falsehood and the worst sort
of sarcasm.

I have been identified with the banjo for nearly
fifty years, and I have a right to su%gest any kind of
a change or improvement that would put the banjo
on a par with other fretted instruments. The fifth
string is used less today than at any time since the
banjo has been played by notation, so I cannot
understand why we should stick to this string when
it is more of a handicap than a necessity.

of experience, whose musical life compares very
favorably with the life of the average teacher of other
instruments which are taught in a conservatory; in
fact, the experience of a teacher of two or three of the
fretted instruments is usually more varied in a general
musical sense than that of the average teacher of one
orchestral instrument or piano or voice.

The question arises why these larger conservatories
have not included the fretted instruments in their
list of studies. We believe one of the reasons is that
teachers of the proper standing have not approached
the directors of sucﬂ conservatories and discussed the
matter, or possibly our teachers prefer to work
mdependently rather than become a part of a large
conservatory where the individual identity of the
teacher is more or less lost.
