A PLACE IN THE ORCHESTRA

LL banjoists who aim for the advancement of
their instrument would be overjoyed to see

d thebanjo grafted into the regular orchestra as

a legitimate member, and just now there
appears some hope of the realization of their dreams.

he movement toward that end has been growing
for, several years, and it looks as if the goal was
about to be reached within a short time. It has
been a long wait, but the delay cannot be charged
against the banjo itself, nor the method of tuning
and playing. Ever since the tenor banjo and plec-
trum banjo gave-neéw life to the dance orchestra,
musicians have studied the tonal features of the
instrument, with the view of adding a fresh color to
the modern orchestra.

Stage performers look upon the banjo as a solo
instrument, or, at the most, as a member in a duo,
trio, or any other small combination; a position it
will always occupy in vaudeville, and on the concert
platform. It is, ﬁowevcr, in the wider field of en-
semble playing that the banjo must expand; a field
where tonal variations have potent sway; where the
sweet voice of the violin may contrast with the dull
thud of the bass drum; where the flute gives a soft
answer to the mighty voice from the trombone;
and where the range of sounds may be complete,

A concert orchestra -represents an ideal union of
dissimilar tones, delivered by various groups or
divisions, within the orchestra itself. There 1s the
string choir, the woodwind section, the bass aggre-
gation and the percussion group, which includes
drums, cymbals and tympani. . <

How can the humble banjo be used in that exten-
sive gathering? What place could it occupy in
order that its penetrating tone becomes a valuable
orchestral unitg This problem seems about to be
solved in a manner quite new in the distribution of
the various tones produced by an orchestra. On

xamining the work of modern arrangers it will be
seen that they are employing the banjo as a voice,
alfway between the violin section and the percus-
sion instruments; a position entirely in keeping with
banjo tones, and a place that apparently has been
vacant. Whether the banjo vellum, shaped like a
drumhead, suggested the choice, we do not know.

City. The selection we have in mind was “A Son,
of India,” played by the festival orchestra conductes
by Zarh Myron Bickford. In this piece the banjos
had very little to do, yet their entrance in some of
the loud passages was extremely effective. ' It
amounted to a chord, here and there, creating an
effect resembling a tympani.

Walter K. Bauer makes good use of the tenor
banjo in his mandolin orchestra, dislributinﬁ the
harmonies among several instruments, each banjo
taking two notes of the chord. In soft numbers,
like “Cavatina,” by Raff, the banjos are omitted
entirely, until the grandioso, where they come in to
strengthen the ensemble. - This coincides with the
employment of the drums in the regular orchestra
arrangement.

During the Shriners’ parade in Washington, D. C.,
a short time ago, six banjos were employed in a
brass band consisting of one hundred and eighty
players. © W. M. Rice, one of the banjoists, describes
the effect, and shows the novel method of writing
the music. No notes were written for the banjos
at all,"each player reading from a drum part con-
taining the name of the chord underneath the beats
of the drum. Standard plectrum banjos were used,
and the six players made good. .

It looks as il)'a new field was opening up for the
old banjo, where it can spread itseﬁ.
