stops, which worked out very well, except when the one sharp
was overlooked. Apparently, the orchestra was a bit shy on
sacred music, and had made a too hurried attempt to rehearse
compositions of a less secular type. “To a Wild Rose” made
an acceptable offertory, except that the orchestra.beat the
ushers by about three rows of seats, due to an apparent miscon-
ception of just how wild Mr. MacDowell’s wild flower music
ought to be. The same spirit of a speed contest was carried out
in the rendition of Handel's “Largo.” If a metronome were
used in the rehearsal of this number one would have suspected
the little ticker hadn’t been changed since mother set it for
extra soft boiled eggs.

Aninteresting diversion was afforded when the players opened
a heated discussion about what to play next. When the deci-
sion was finally reached. it was necessary to make a change, due
to the fact that the guitar players had forgotten their music for
the winning selection. . 6

If the writer were less informed he would be tempted to believe
that fretted instruments %vere out of place in a church service,
and not capable of serious music. It is my opinion, however,
that the demonstration was not fair to tim players or their
instruments, for the young people were all too obviously not
properly Krepared for such an appearance.

here had been no rehearsal on the hymns, or no attempt to
select t‘:ip?‘n:rrinlc hymns. The so-called “big” numbers at-
tempted had not been sufficiently rehearsed, and while they
were possibly within the ubililY of the players under ordinary
umst due to the arrass occasioned by un-

fapiliarity with the acoustical properties of a large auditorium,
and the players’ knowledge that they had not had adequate
rehearsal on their numbers, their efforts were far from par.
