YOUR BANJO AND MINE 

•

HATEVER the style or dimensions in. banjo, 
there is always a link which 
merges the various groups iota onc congenial 
rclalionsh·ip, this cponecting link lteing the 

tone. The banjo, with its round soundboard of 
vellum, sends forth tones which are unlike any other 
string. instrument; they can be plainly heard above 
thc brass and wood sec lion in an orchestra, and their 
penetrating quality has carried lhe banjoist inlo the 
aristocratic circle of orchestral performers. 

Rcgardless of whether the head is big or litlle. or 
how the strings are picked, banjo tones possess a 
si.milarity quickly recognized by even those who 
hav() ·no musical training. The tonal resemblance 
'may be goVerned by the different instrumental 
types now in usc, in a w to al ter the sound volume. 
but the unique banjo lOt is unmistakable. Pice--

cal, so far as tonal eatures are viewed. Some fin­
gerites even claim they can play louder than the 
plectrumisl,.a point which need not concern us herc. 

Emphasis must be placed on the fact that musical 
sounds produced on a banjo have that personal 
quality which fixes them in a class by themselves. 
apart from nil olher instrumental tones. Like a tell- . 
talc color streak, this conspicuous feature runs along 
the enti re gamu t of the banjo family, from the hUR"" 
bass banjo on through other ty{>es, such as cello­
banjo, guitar-banjo, standard banJO, plectrum banjo, 
tenor banjo, banjeaurine, mandolin-banjo, piccolo-

bother themselves over 
. the parlicuhlr kind of banjo presented on the stage. 
They hear banjo tones, nnd that satisfies their love 
for the instrument. ' Vhat matL'ers it to them if it's 
a tenor banjo they hear, or a plectrum hanjo, as long 
as the artist produces banjo tones; indeed. about 
one person in a hundred could distinguish the dif­
ference. and only a professional solOIst would !be 
capable of classifying the (wo banjos if he het€d 
thcm played on a dark stage. 

As the various types become larger or smaller, the 
difficulty of recognizing the deviation is nol so puz­
zling. Anyone cou ld tell the difference in tone be­
tween a cello-banjo and' mandolin-banjo, or between 
a bass banjo and ukulele-banjo. even though Cflch 
instrument gives out sounds Utat are banjoisUc. 
Here it is the pitch, not the luning, which guides the 
attentiYe ear. . 

particularly, has a lIlarked e(fect on . 11 chords, gov­
erning their formation, so that a tramed ear can tell, 
nl once, whether open or closed harmony is being 

banjo, from a musical standpoint. tells what 
station you occupy in lhe music field. lhe very min­
ule yOll louch the strings. It broadcasts that fael 
before revealing its lineage; and if your execution is 
better than mine no vain boasting. on my part., about 

and tunings. can delude an audience into 
thinking my banjo is lhan yours. 

Variation in banjo sizes has been helpful illsteud of 
detrimental. There is no danger of having too 
many types, but there is real danger of the modern 
solois t bringing down ridiculc on himself by gelling 
a swelled hcad over his successes. When a banjo 
soloist rcaches that deplorablc condition, we advise 
him to join a dance orchestra. One nigh..l's engage­
ment with a. first class dan,ce orchestra will take all 
the conceifoul of a. banjo ·soloist.
