The fistory of a once very Popular Ballad. 

There are few persons who know the 
origin of that beautiful and ever-enduring 
little song, or the circumstances under which 
it was written. It was written a year or 
two before the beginning of the late war. 
The author and composer was a young 
school teacher named Benjamin R. Hanby, 
an instructor in a struggling little academy, 
at Seven Mile, Butler Co., O. Hé€ was 
also a preacher, and to sbme extent a mu- 
sician, and had afiery hatred for everything 
connected with slavery. 

The song that afterward became so fam- 
ous was conceived and almost completed on 
the way to Cincinnati from Hamilton one 
afternoon. ‘The inspiration came from a 
Cincinnati piper which Hanby had acci- 
dentally picked up, and which contained an 
account of the manner in which a beautiful 
quadroon girl named ‘‘ Nellie Grey,” had 
been torn away from her slave lover and 
carried to the Southern market stalls to be 
sold at auction. Hanby utilized the inci- 
dent in his song, and upon his return home 
remodeled it to acertain extent and applied 
a few finishing touches. 

It is evident that he didn’t appreciate the 
possibilities of the production, for he let it 
lie around awhile and then sent it to a Chi- 
cago firm with a note to the effect that if 
they saw anything in the song they might 
publish it. He received no reply, and the 
first intimation he had of the fact that it 
had been published and had met with a| 
splendid reception was six months later | 
while visiting a young lady acquaintance at 
Columbus, O.

The song made a hit as soon as published, 
and experienced a remarkable run, and the 
publishers made a small fortune from it, 
but somehow overlooked Hanby in the di- 
vision of the proceeds. 
neglected to send him a 
until he wrote for it, and then they sent him 
six. ‘This was all the pay he ever got. 

Hanby came of a musical family. His 
father was the compiler of a United Breth- 
ren hymn-book, which is still in use in 
some places, and he had several brothers 
and sisters who were also musically inclined. 
Hanby himself composed a number of 
songs, several of which were afterward pub- 
lished, but ‘‘ Nellie Grey” is the only one 
which received a remarkable reception. It 
has been translated into several foreign 
languages and is known and loved all over 
the world for its sweetness and tenderness 
of sentiment. Hanby died a few years 
after the war, in obscurity and poverty, as 
he had lived all his life. The fact that he 
was the Hanby that wrote ‘‘ Nellie Grey” 
was known to none save a few intimate 
friends. He lies in the cemetery at the 
place of his birth — Westerville, a small 
village about twelve miles north of Colum- 
bus, O. His grave is marked by no sign 
the greensward is his only tombstone, the 
sweet song which has blessed thousands 
of hearts is his monument. — Cincinnati 
Times-Star.

In fact, they even |

cuitar. In the sixteenth century it was the 
favorite, the reigning instrument. It was a 
member of the orchestra of the first opera 
and the first oratorio. Poems were written 
in its honor. So common was its use in 
France and Spain that even its name, a 
name of Eastern origin, entered into the 
proverbs and slang of each country. The 
ingenious Hamilton mentions it respectfully 
in the *‘Memoirs of Grammont.” Le Sage 
speaks of a woman so beautiful that all the 
guitars of the Province had been scraped in 
her praise. Inthe time of the Directory, 
when it was the mode to ape the Greeks, 
the guitar was fashioned in the lyre’s form. 
From 1800 even to 1840 arrangements from 
operas and chamber music and symphonies 
for this instrument were numberless. 

But the pianoforte, in a certain sense a 
less truly musical instrument than the gui- 
tar, drove all before it. Wires tuned by 
the tuner and struck by hammers gained 
the battle over wires picked by the fingers 
or the plectrum. ‘The guitar was voted to 
be an unfit instrument for a man, and to- 
day it is too often remembered in connec- 
tion with that hideous literature known as 
‘‘Floral Keepsakes,” the engravings of 
which {represented scantily-dressed ladies 
with abnormally large eyes, toying with 
this instrument ; or a swarthy pirate in melt- 
ing mood wooed to its strains a reluctant 
maiden. And the guitar became a symbol 
of etfeminacy, though curiously enough its 
poor relation — the banjo — was always free 
from this reproach. 

Of late years ever-changing fashion has 
smiled again upon guitar and mandolin, and 
the study of these instruments is even en- 
couraged. And with reason ; for such ven- 
erable and musical instruments should not 
be neglected.—Philip Hale in Boston Post.

It is said that “imitation is the highest 
flattery,” and no doubt it is so, for no sane 
person would be likely to imitate anything 
worthless. But the system is by no means 
a safe or equitable one, as it is apt to in- 
vade individual rights, if persistently fol- 
lowed up. When one copies a high standard 
and fails to come up to it, the standard is 
the one to suffer disrepute, while the un- 
worthy aspirant gains but little from such 
borrowed glory. 

Almost every prominent professional in 
every line has suffered in a greater or less 
degree from this cause, though the Boston 
Ideal Club seems to have been particularly 
unfortunate.
