WALTER MITCHELL PRESSEY. 

Another lover of the banjo has gone to 
join. the generous natures and talented ar- 
tists whose deaths have marked the pres- 
ent year. Walter Mitchell Pressey died at 
Bridgeport, Conn., Nov.- 6, 1897, in his 
24th year. 

Mr. Pressey was bornin Norwich, Conn., 
July 31, 1874. Subsequently, with his pa- 
rents, he removed to New Haven, Conn., 
Mount Vernon, New York, and later to 
Norwalk and Bridgeport, Conn. 

It was while living at Mount Vernon 
that he first displayed any unusual fond- 
ness for the instrument that finally became 
his favorite, the banjo. So intense was 
his love for it that he constructed’ several 
himself, crude affairs, but sufficient for his 
talent to make him more and more fond of 
the melody he managed to extract. Finally 
he succeeded in obtalning a good instru- 
ment and from that moment began a mu-! 
sical career that would have made him fa- 
mous had he not been stricken down al- 

most at the very beginning of his success. .

While in Salt Lake City 
Mr. Pressey’s health failed so rapidly that 
the trio was dismissed and he returned 
East again to lay down his young life on 
the altar of fate. 

In health he was exceedingly popular 
with every one; talented, and of pleasing 
presence and winning manners, he made 
friends to hold them. In sickness he was 
patient, uncomplaining and thoughtful for 
those whose love minisered to his wants: 

and comfort. He passed quietly away as 
he sometimes said he should, with the last 
of the leaves and fiowers. He was laid 
ut rest in Mountain Grove Cemetery, 
Bridgeport.

AN INCIDENT IN MY. PROFES- 

SIONAL LIFE. 

Mrs. A was a wealthy | lady of 
New York, and moved a great deal in fash- 
ionable society. While she kad a taste for 
fine arts—painted, etc ,-—-her love for mu- 
sic was a passion, the most artistic inter- 
pretation of banjo melodies seeming to 
possess a peculiarly fascinating influence 
over her mind. 

I had been teaching her the: instrument 
for two months in the early part of the win-. 
ter of 1895, and. ranked her among the 
most gifted of my pupils, but sudden ill 
ness compelled her to discontinue her les- 
sons. 

One subsequent evening while sitting in 
my studio playing on my zither, I received 
a brief note from Mr. A which was 
evidently written in the greatest haste— 
asking me to bring my banjo to his house 
as soon as possible and play a few pieces 
for his wife. 

Having no engagements to prevent com- 

pliance, I -hastened a few preparations 
while surmising about the unexpected re- 
quest. Busy as I| was, I stepped to the 
nearest window, and a single glance told 
me that the outlook—so far as the weather 

a rain 
falling that was driven about by fitful 
usts. 
In a reflective way I stood—for.a few 

seconds only—with hesitation in my face 
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but ie Heinle closing my lips, I’ walked dow" 
stairs with my favorite banjo in its case: 
‘Taking an umbrella in the other hand I 
went forth into the storm—which was ap- 
parently at its height—a. grateful sense of 
the many kindnesses which Mrs. A 
had lavished upon me flashing upon my 
mind with vivid distinctness, and making 
my mission a duty on my part. 

Fortunately the distance was short— 
scarcely two -blocks—otherwise I should 
have been under the necessity of retracing 
my steps, owing to the boisterous weather, 
the streets having been almost deserted by | 
pedestrians, there not being a cab in sight 
in which I might have been driven to my 
destination. 

Upon reaching the house of Mrs. A 
I quickly noticed the absence of lights,: 
with the exception of those on the second 
floor and in the main hall—the latter’ burn- 
ing low—the basement windows seeming 
darker than usual, and the upper blinds 
closed 

As I reached the front door—having 
safely ascended the fast freezing steps—it 
was unexpectedly opened to me by a maid 
who had been awaiting my arrival. I at 
once recognized her, having seen her on 
some of my former visits to give her mis- | 
tress lessons. 

In a way which did not conceal her agi- 
tation, she silently took my waterproof and 
overshoes, and quickly opening a door to 
the dark music room soon had it brilliantly 
lighted. .As I stepped within its richly 
furnished interior, the warmth was in ap- 
preciative contrast to my experience with | 
the elements without. 

I was about taking my banjo fiom its 
case as another servant quietly approached 
me with a pale face, saying in a hushed 
tone— 

“Mr. A— wishes you to kindly be- 
gin play at once with the first of these five 
selections. Mrs, A———— will listen to | 
them in her room.” 

Thrusting into my hand a half sheet of | 
note paper containing their names—among 
which I read two of my own compositions 
—the servant vanished so quickly that I 
had no opportunity to utter a word in reply. 

As.I stood néar an onyx table holding a 
vase of antique design—the air being fra- | 
grant with the delicate odors from the few | 
choice cut flowers which it contained—I 
realized that I was alone. 

In a brief reflective mood I stood—one 
hand resting on my upright banjo, the 
other holding the list of selections—not a 
sound—only the monotonous ticking of a_ 
bronze clock, or the rush of the alist as at | 
intervals it moaned outside —breaking the | 
stillness. which reigned in the room and 
throughout the house. | 

Without, however, delaying, I took my 
seat near the unique chandelier. and be- 
gan vibrating the strings to one of my own 
compositions. I do not think that I ever 
played it with more expression than I did 
in view of the circumstances which sur- 
rounded me.

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After a short delay in raising a string, I 
played my. second composition, and then 
followed the remaining three pieces, 

The last note from my last touch had 
scarcely faded away when I was startled by 
the presence of the maid, she having noise- 
lessly glided—unseen by me—over the soft 
carpet, dressed almost entirely in light 
material, and looking like a ghost. After 
giving me a sealed envelope, which upon 
subsequently opening I found to contain a 
check far exceeding my expectations, she 
hurriedly helped me with my wraps, and 
with her pallid face, eyes showing want of 
sleep, lips struggling to choke down utter- 
ance, she mutely preceded me to the vesti- 
bule door, gently opened it, and as gently 
closed it behind me. | 

As I momentarily stood on the stoop, 
reflections upon the events of my stay be- 
gan to fill my mind. 

A glance at the sky told me that the 
storm had been brief, the rain having 
ceased, and a light moon was _ breaking 
among the dark, fast-drifting clouds, but 
the wind was still blowing bitterly cold. 

The next morning I received a most 
kindly written explanatory note from Mr. 
A Among other things he informed 
me that I had—although [ was not con- 
scious of the fact—played the previous 
night to his dying wife, at her request, in 
that silent house, and that the melody of 
my banjo had soothed her last thoughts of 
earth, JESSIE DELANE.
